JOHN SIMMONS (Orchestrator—a pian-
1st, guitarist and arranger. Mr. Simmons is
currently Stephanie Mills musical dirce-
tor. He has served as arranger for The
Three Degrees and piano accompanist for
Valerie Simpson, Melba Moore and Cissy
& Whitney Houston. Mr. Simmons was pi-
anist and assistant musical dircctor for the
national and Japancse touring companics
of The Wiz and the musical director and
vocal arranger for Billy Wilson's Dancin In
The Streets. e has recorded back-up vocals
for The Reflections, Harry Belafonte, The
Weather Girls, Larry Graham and Esther
Marrow.

For the George Faison Universal Dance Ex-
perience, the acclaimed company which
toured thoughout the U.S. from 1971-1976,
Mr. Schnugg served as lighting designer,
stage and general manager and booking
agent.

MAHALIA JACKSON
MATIALIA JACKSON established hersell
as the world’s greatest, most famous and
beloved gospel singer. Hers was a 45 year
career which began in neighborhood black
churches and culminated in gala perfor-
manceson coneertstagesaround the globe.
She wasa powerful Good Will Ambassador
for America, a pivotal figure in the civil
rights movement, an astute business-
woman and the living embodiment of her
lite-lor th. She was born in poverty in
New Orleans on October 26, 1911 Her
mother died when Mahali ix and she
spenther following early yearsin the carc of
hersternand religious Aunt Duke. M.
started singing in her church cho
age ol five. She was baptized at the
and decided from then on to “dedicate my
life to Him in song.” Mahalia left school
alter the cighth grade to help support her
family. She moved to Chicago when she was
16, lived with her Aunt Hannah and joined
the Gireater Salem Baptist Church, becom-
ing a soloist with the choir. She also sang
with The Johnson Singers, a gospel quintet
which performed in black churches and
tent revivals throughout the mid-west. In

1945 she recorded “Move On Up A Little
Higher™ for Apollo Records and sold one
million copics. She achieved widespread
popularity throughout Lurope and word of
Mahalia’s resounding voice slowly started
to work its way back to America. Her first
sold-out concert at Carncgice Hall was in
1950 and she sang there annually for many
years. In 1952 she made her first tour of
Europe. Most of the 30 albums she re-
corded in her carcer were for Columbia and
atleastadozen of her singles achieved Gold
Record status. Among her most popular
songs were “He's Got the Whole World In
His Hands 1 Can Put My Trust In Jesus”
“When 1 Wake Up In Glor Just A Little
While To Stay Here!” “Upper Room.™
“Didn’t It Rain” “Even Me™ and “Silent
Night.” Mahalia sang at President John I
Kennedy's inauguration and appeared in
command performances for the fate Prime
Minister Indira Gandhi and the King and
Queen of Denmark. She appeared in sev-
cral flms, including Invitation of Life, St
Louis Blues, The Best Man and 1 Re-
member Chicago. She received countless
awards and succeeded in developing a huge

international, multi-racial, multi-religious
audience. Mahalia sang of faith in Jesus,
but the purity and power of her Faith, as well
as hertalent, permitted her to crossamulti-
tude of barriers. The late Rev. Martin
Luther King, Jr. wasa close friend and only
alter her death was the full extent of her
financial support to the Movement re-
vealed, AtDr. King'srequest, Mahaliasang
belore the 200000 people assembled for
the 1963 March on Washingtonand her per-
formance contributed hugely to making the
¢h one of the most memorable mo-
ments in American history. Mahalia Jack-
son died of heart failure at the age of 60 on
January 27, 19721 here were two cnormous
funcrals--one in New Orleans, the other in
Chicago. President Richard Nixon issucd a
White Touse statement, saying "Americ
and the world...mourn the passing of Ma-
halia Jackson...all her years she poured
outhersoulinsongand her heartin service
to her people. Millions of cars will miss the
sound of her great rich voice *making a joy-
ful noisc unto the Lord’.... ™
